Nature gave in abun­
dance. Others readied rich and unlimited agricultural and industrial re-

e civilization. But we fell short of what might have been.

:0 In stepping back a few centuries we are able to gain a clearer per-
u spective. The landing of the Pilgrims and the founding of the colonies was a

vital point in our country's history. Those rugged individuals who came to
our shores covered their bleeding hearts and the scars on their souls in hard

'e work. They had dared to escape religious intolerance and to look for some-
e thing which would satisfy the hunger in their hearts. They soon learned
at they were not to escape hardships in this new land. Severe in their own

social life, they were unaware they had dragged along with them man's un­
happy heritage. While they wore the cloak of virtue, they had not cleansed

.e their auras. When the Pilgrim Fathers unlocked their iron trunks, they fished
it out the tradition-ridden scrolls hidden there. Almost before America was
e out ofher swaddling clothes, she was fighting a war. It was then we began to
e realize that if our gains were to be held, our foundation must be made more

secure. Deep within we knew that that which was gained by force would
one day be taken by force.

tl In October 1775, George Washington, depressed in spirit and deeply
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apprehensive of the future, wrote to James Warren in Massachusetts:

"The war, as you have observed, has terminated most advantageously
for America, and a fair field is presented to our view; but I confess to you
freely, my dear sir, that I do not think we possess the wisdom or justice
enough to cultivate it properly.

Again the following year, the first President of the United States ex­
pressed similar views:

"I think of our situation and view it with concern," he said. "From the
high ground on which we stood,from the path which invited our footsteps, to
be so fallen, so lost, is mortifying. Everything ofvirtue has in a degree taken
its departure from our land. What a gracious God is man that there should
be such inconsistencies and perfidiousness in his conduct. It was but the
other day we were shedding our blood to obtain the Constitution under which
we now live, and now we are unsheathing swords to overthrow it'"

America is the land where the least can become the greatest. For many
years it was the rule rather than the exception that the office boy might be­
come the president. We struggled up the hard way. We believed we were
working with aim and purpose.

We wanted to be free from tyranny. Europe had wallowed in war and
destruction until this had become her daily diet. The God of Hate was
Europe's deus ex machina of growth.

It is hard to believe we have gained so little from the hard blows of
experience. That we must be crumbled into the dust before we decide to
act. What has become of that "certainty" we once possessed? Has it, too,
been wrapped in our tarnished memories? We cannot shoot the ghosts that
haunt our path. Ghosts are immune to the monstrosities of violence. But a
change of pattern will send them scurrying to their tombs in short order.

Civilization has gone off the deep end. We did the best we could with
our limited understanding. There is no just cause for remorse or regrets.
And the eleventh hour has not yet arrived! Let us take another look at those
strange discs in our skies. Despite the denials from officials and severely
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orthodox scientists, a large percentage of the earth believes the UFOs are
there. So we have gainedvery little knowledge about them. We haven't been
able to capture a saucer, therefore we have no concrete evidence. But must
we forever deny that which we cannot capture?

There burns within each and everyone of us an incandescent light
that can never be extinguished. It may lower to a flicker throughout a lifespan;
there may be times when it has seemingly blacked out altogether, but there
always comes a day when it is again fanned into a luminous flame.

As the flames grew in intensity, extending over a wide
periphery, the flame raced through every cell, cleansing and purifying as it
went. Channels of my mind that had been tightly closed before, opened up
like an enchanted lotus flower. I was vibrant, magnetic, and I could feel the
effervescence of an enthusiasm I had never felt before. My heart beating in
rhapsodic rhythm was tuned in now to the heartbeat of the universe.

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CHAPTER EIGHT

Every great event leaves its mark on the tablets of time. Miracles are
always with us. But when a miracle is explained it is no longer a miracle.
Digging into the tomes of knowledge that have long since gathered dust,
we find plenty of evidence that spaceships are not new; that they have been
coming through the centuries.

There can be no doubt, then, that the ships have been coming to our
skies, and the factual evidence we are seeking seems to match up. If space
ships have been seen, is it irrational to believe they contained space men?

Where is the proof? Tangible evidence is not, of course, readily avail­
able. Only calculations of length, breadth and thickness are acceptable to
the materialist. But, whether we accept it or not, truth can be drawn from
varying levels of experience. It is an established fact that truth coming from
the subtle realms is often the most intense form of truth, for it is much closer
to its creator.

The January-February 1957 issue of "Flying Saucer Review" (London)
daringly ran an article by M. Alexander titled, "UFOs Seen By Sixty Thou­
sand Witnesses." Here are a few excerpts from the article:

"Nearly all contemporary readers are well aware of the many inci­
dents recorded in the Bible that bear an almost exact relationship to present­
day recordings of UFOs. But how many are aware of the greatness of all
recordings? A recording that no one can dispute, for the facts are there,
word for word, of an actual landing and appearance-be it objective or sub-
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jective. I refer here to "Our Lady of Fatima."

"On October 13,1917, a pouring wet day, between 60 and 70 thousand
people of all classes, believers and unbelievers alike, went to the Cova da
Iria with the children. Atheists and mockers were among the crowd, together
with journalists sent from Lisbon to represent the leading Portuguese news­
papers.

"There, suddenly, at 2 p.m., the crowd saw what appeared to be the
Sun coming down through the clouds. It rotated three times for about four
minutes each time, various coloured lights and intense heat, although it was
not too bright for the people to gaze directly at it. Some described it after­
ward as a silvery disc. After about twelve minutes the disc appeared to move
back to its normal place in the sky, where it resumed its usual brilliance so
that people could no longer took directly at it."

Another extract states:

"At Fatima, on October 13, 1917, the day was wet and dull. The Sun had
not appeared all morning, and the people who went there stood in the pour­
ing rain. At 2 p.m. the thousands of people present, or at least the vast ma­
jority of them, saw the clouds part, showing the clear blue sky beyond them.
They looked up and the Sun appeared like a pale disc, not dazzling at all.
One woman present said it looked like steel. Others said rather like silver;
others again like mother-of-pearl. All agreed it was no strain at all upon the
eyes to look at it.

"Suddenly the pale disc appeared to detach itself from the sky, come
down through the break in the clouds, and go through an extraordinary se­
ries ofmovements, radiating the most variously colored beams oflight, three
separate times of four minutes each."

In a letter dated December 15, 1949, Harley Wood, government as­
tronomer of New South Wales, Australia, wrote in response to a request:

"I have no record of any astronomical event which would fit the de­
scription you give. It sounds rather like a highly fanciful description of a
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total eclipse of the Sun, but there was no eclipse of the sun in that year (1917).

There have been healings here quite as miraculous as the healings
of Jesus.

It needs no fantastic imagi­
nation to accept this theory as a working premise.

A recent internationally circulated newspaper story electrified the
world, for it purportedly came from the brilliant mind of Carl Gustav Jung,
world-renowned psychologist. It is said that Dr. Jung served as chief psy­
chologist for the Aerial Phenomena Research Organization, UFO Filter Cen-
er, with headquarters at Alamagordo, New Mexico. In the news item he

said:

"UFO phenomena are not mere rumor. A purely psychological expla­
ation is ruled out by the fact that a large number of observations have proven

inexplainable as natural phenomena."

He added that the credibility of the existence of UFO has been given
by the fact that the United States and Canada have set up bureaus to com­
pile reports on them.
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But the most important statement of all coming from this eminent thinker
is this: "The discs do not behave in accordance with physical laws, but as
though they were without weight. They show evidence of intelligent guid­
ance by quasi-human pilots for their accelerations are such that no normal
human could survive."

Dr. Jung stated further: "Should the extra-terrestrial origin ofthe UFOs
be proven, it might have the same effect on the human race that superior
technology of western European had on primitive cultures. Just as the Pax
Brittanica put an end to the disputes between the tribes of Africa, so our
world could unroll its Iron Curtain and use it as scrap iron with all the mil­
lions of tons of guns, warships and munitions."

The voice of Dr. Jung was heard, but that voice was soon quieted. The
repercussions from the article were thunderous; and a few days later this
contemporary of Freud's retracted his statements, switching to a new tack
and calling UFOs a result of "the world's psychological need of fantasy."

Strange as it seems, under pressure the world's greatest merchant in
psychology denied his own theorizing on the very premise on which his
world-accepted psychology stood. To quote the press:

"Doctor Carl Jung is convinced that people who think they have seen
flying saucers just wanted to see them. Many people today are in need of
fantasy."

"The 83-year-old psychologist finally came to the conclusion that
people who claim to have seen flying saucers are searching for a new sav­
ior, and are reviving the ancient savior myths to satisfy their psychological
needs.

"'Their minds are cornered by the bad situation in which our world is
today,' he said. "They are in need of answers to their anxious questions,
which nobody can give them. That is why they let their fantasy run on the
lines of flying saucers and similar objects."

In the light of two diametrically opposite opinions evolving from the
same brain, it makes one wonder what sort of pressure might have been

brought to bear to cause this man to retract his original story? Was it ridi­
cule alone? For one who had become accustomed to fame, perhaps ridicule
bruised his ego. The scathing remarks of reporters were not easy to take. A
paper in Vancouver, British Columbia, stated it this way: "The silly season
has come late this year, what with Arabs, summits and royal visits. But the
inevitable can be delayed only so long, and now, sure enough, the flying
saucers are back. I can only say for certain that these things are not mere
rumor, something has been seen, and that 'they show signs of intelligent
guidance by quasi-human pilots,' says Carl Jung. What more evocative ad­
jective could there be than 'quasi-human'? What more suggestive of little
green men from Mars ?"

For those who have delved deeply into the subject, it would seem that
each facet of Jung's brilliant concepts carry the weight of authenticity. On
the occasions when Diane has appeared she has in every way resembled an
Earthly being.

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woman, very young, with long golden hair, a very slim body and small waist­
line. She seemed to glow in golden light, and her gown flowed gently in
flowing layers of gossamer like substance...."

"It was a portrayal of dazzling light, color and beauty such as 1have
never before experienced."

Shirley Regis, of Fontana asked this question:

"Does Diane ever appear in you? 1couldn't believe it et first. It seemed
like an illusion, so 1closed my eyes tight. She was absolutely gorgeous. Too
fantastic for words to describe."

While the majority of this audience were allowed to see this lovely
being, a few present seemingly were not so fortunate. They were aware, it
seems, that something unusual was happening, but they did not know what
it was. Perhaps that something within themselves had not yet been awak­
ened. It is possible that we, too, must be "lifted" from our cellular bodies
before we can see with the vision of transcendence. However, the future
may prove that this is the source of all true science.

What does a peculiarly strange body heat have to do with transcen­
dence? It seems that such a heat state frequently accompanies unusual phe­
nomena. Heat seems to create a fusion so that the cellular body can be re­
leased and the molecular can take over. Many unorthodox healers are fa-
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miliar with this principle: the catalytic influence of one body over another.
In this way the primordial essence, or dynamically charged plasma, is ab­
stracted from one body (a twin form) and created in the ether. In this situa­
tion the physical body serves as an anchorage, the weight necessary to hold
the mass of substance to the concrete Earth.

When these new, scientifically correct ideas are made known gener­
ally, then we will be on the eve of many miraculous happening.

What is the center of gravity? Where can it be found? It is at the hub of
all density, at the center of every living cell, but it is often obscured.

tone. Habits, good or bad, eventually become firm and fixed as cement
blocks. Concentration is the shell of reality. When the shell becomes too
rigid a new wave of violence blasts it away. A new war begins.

The greatest hope in our world of despair is faith. We all look hope­
fully toward a peaceful world. Every sane human being is sickened by the
thought of war. He is weary of an economy based on war. We would all like
o dwell in a land of milk and honey, secure in the knowledge that a ray of

justice still flows through the stream of life. To rise above man-made sys­
ems and man-made beliefs is our hopeful prayer.

The source of true peace is not to be found in a ritual of magic, but in
spiritual security. We glibly prate that the universe belongs to God, yet we
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will fight to the last man to take it away from Him. Earthman cannot conceive
a system beyond mine and thine. Few on earth have truly grasped the prin­
ciple that there is but ONE, that all things come from HIM.

Earthman lives fast and furiously through his short life span, and then
passes on to he knows not what. The insignia of death is his breastplate of
armor. He has placed the stamp of death on every living thing. Dedicated to
chaos, chaos is his life's pattern. He expects war. He prepares for war. He
lives or he dies in the war he has created. He knows that one day his uni­
verse will fall; that the cycle will come to an end. "But, it won't happen in my
lifetime," he rationalizes, "so why should I care?"

It was the homespun philosopher Will Rogers who said: "When you
live life to its fullest there is nothing on Earth to be frightened of. It is a privi­
lege to pass on." If we could have some absolute certainty of survival, how
different it would be! If we knew we had nothing to fear of death we would
then be able to live life to the fullest.

To know ONENESS is to know peace. It is to know peace that is perma­
nent with none of the roar of battle behind it. Peace cannot come until we
have purged ourselves ofgreed land selfishness. When man separated him­
self from his source, he separated himself from paradise. When he began
to use science viciously he lost touch with the Source of his science. United
States Army General Omar N. Bradley has said, "...we have many men of
science, but too few men of God. We have grasped the mystery of the atom,
and rejected the Sermon on the Mount."

Man is made in the "image and likeness of God." Creation springs
from the godhead. Man in his true essence is God incarnate. He came from
God and one day he will find his way back to Source. But in the long trek
through the winding cycles he has met many pitfalls. He was tumbled into
the deep, dark holes. He absorbs the lowered vibrations which blind him
and make him stumble from his path. The farther away he slips the more
pollution he gathers. Eventually in the mass of slime he accumulates he can
no longer navigate.

Yesterday
was a time world. Tomorrow we meet the space world. We must remain stiff­
necked in the thought that we dare not look back.

It will take courage to enlarge our spheres of action; the same kind of
courage it required for our forebears to build the nation we inherited from
them.

To prepare one phase of life for the next is the centuries-old task of
our youth. It will be easier for them in this instance for they will have no
worthless baggage to discard. They will soon find that they have the re­
sources within themselves with which to accomplish the task. They will tap
reservoirs of cosmic strength. Their perceptions will grow keener all the
time. With the blossoming ofyoung desire they will drink from the enchanted
cup.

All this is bound up in the folds of today's science. Achievements are
in the making beyond our wildest dreams. This is the crisis cycle and many
individuals will find themselves equipped and wired with extension cords
that will reach into the broad sea of the cosmos. Tools will be invented with
. hich to dig into the deep space soil. There will be no further need of the
-est tube where an element is mixed with another to create something else.

ather we will discover the way to transmute one element into another just
as the medieval alchemists claimed to have turned ordinary bricks into gold,
perhaps we will find something even more precious when we set out to tap
:he reservoirs of space. The greats of the past secured their secrets in strong
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vaults, but the locks can be broken today.

Where will science have its start? Otis Carr believes his new devices
will furnish power for automobiles, trains, space ships, hearing aids, por­
table typewriters -just about everything.

The disease carriers such as mosquitoes and flies no longer are such
an awesome menace. But to destroy the horrifies, we have forced our bod­
ies to adapt to the poisons dumped into the atmosphere. Only time will tell
how heavy this toll has been on human life.

As Diane has said: "The first task on your planet is the task of cleans­
ing." The United States says: "We have the cleanest country on Earth. How
can we improve our state of cleanliness?"

Where are we going to find an element of absorption without resort­
ing to chemical formulas? Perhaps we will find it where Otis Carr believes
he has found free energy. We have experimented with everything on the
Earth and beneath the Earth, but with the Space Age came our signal to start
looking up. Just as we explored the subsoils for the things that have helped

It has not been tried as a screen
ot for the poisons that fill our world. Professor Oswald of Vienna spent twenty
k- years exploring the realm of live color. He made great strides, but he did
a not find the ultimate.
ts
o The time has come to move color forward to its place with New Age
t- methods. The eye will still revel in the shimmering waves of delicate hues; it
e will continue to enjoy the strange emotional reaction that comes with view-
l- ing the spectrum, but color will no longer appertain solely to each organ of

the sensorium, but will be utilized therapy-perhaps the greatest "cleanser"
we have discovered.

Investigators tells us that color rays act upon certain portions of the
brain in the same manner that musical notes act through the nervous fibers.
Color vibration might be likened to the undulations of sound thrown into
form, while passing along the strings and hollows of musical instruments,
when they are being played. Live, vibrating colors can be woven into heav­
enly patterns, the value of which has never been estimated.

Color therapy is not new to any of us, but color as a means of overcom­
ing the evils let loose in our world is a new concept. I do not merely mean
dyes as they are produced in the laboratory, but live color drawn from space.

In recent years fireballs in our skies have been a rather common oc­
currence. Many believe they have been let loose from so-called spaceships
to help clean up radiation in the atmosphere. A few month ago I had the
opportunity of seeing one of these huge green fire falls at close range.

How are we going to tap and utilize these bands of color?

This is the dawn of the Space Age. It is a time when all things shall be
made new. When we dare to begin something in the larger scheme we soon
find that we are part of that larger scheme! In "Over The Threshold," Diane
has given a set of techniques whereby color can be drawn from space and
used to build a new aural protection against the onslaught of these evils. It is
elementary, to be sure, but none of us are yet out of the kindergarten of this
realm of new learning.

Science must dig deeper. New sciences must be discovered. Many
are convinced that the atom is not the answer. If it were the answer, it would
release a stream of purity capable of lifting mankind to the new level. It has

e not done so, and it obviously never will give us anything but trouble.

s Jesus proved to us that we have more than a physical body. He made it
s plain that we can pass freely from one body to another, When He returned

to sup with His disciples He proved that all worlds are interlocked, one with
the other. The mineral merges into the vegetable. The vegetable with the
animal. The animal with the human. We live in an organic world. We func-

r tion in an organic body, But a molecular or etheric body is connected to
both the physical Earth body and to the body capable offunctioning in higher
realms. Above and beyond the etheric we have an electronic body. Each
body is designed to carry out a certain life function, just as each planet has
its planetary function. These bodies might be described as "worlds," each
one connected by invisible threads. All are fastened together by the same
cohesive substance. When we gain knowledge, wisdom and a practical ap­
plication of the laws now so completely ignored and so often ruthlessly
scoffed at, perhaps we will look back upon Jesus as the great scientist that
He was. For the separation and control of the various bodies has been a
hopeless enigma to modern man.

answers. Recently a young high school student, Sharon Hoag, of El Cajon,
California,was given a class assignment to photograph the Moon and its tra­
jectory across the night skies. She used a box camera, leaving the shutter
open for about twenty minutes while she played the piano in her father's
church. Sharon knew nothing about spacecraft, but when the picture was
developed it contained one of the clearest and most convincing saucer pho­
tos of all time.

Doris LeVesque ofJoshua Tree, California, has many photographs taken
of seemingly invisible objects. Doris says she is guided by an unseen hand,
and almost without exception her photos will show one or more craft. Oth­
ers have had similar experiences.

An amateur photographer in Sedgley, England, was photographing
the deserted altar of Winchester Cathedral. T. L. Taylor used a .35 millime­
ter camera equipped with a device to prevent double exposure. When de­
veloped, the photograph revealed thirteen ghostly figures in medieval dress.

Mr. Taylor's wife and l6-year-old daughter were present when he took
two pictures of the altar. The first showed the choir stalls empty. The second,
taken a minute later and five yards farther from the altar, shows the 13
figures,who appear to be standing and kneeling before the lIth century
altar. The altar steps are clearly visible through the transparent bodies of
some of the figures. The 13 forms were dressed in robes and cloaks of
Plantagenet and Tudor times. One is portrayed as bearded, much like the
Biblical patriarchs.

This should make us think for a moment what happens when a cellular
body is translated into its next highest arc, as in teleportation. The body
composed of molecules can become visible or invisible at will. The high
frequency process is beyond our comprehension because we cannot see it
in operation. The change is instantaneous. It takes place in "the twinkling of
an eye." With the transition the new body is like a new-born babe. It must
be watched over, cared for, protected from the ever-grasping octopus that
is ready to devour it.

Just as each individual is wired with the same golden cords, each planet
is interpenetrated by the same golden power. It is said that the illustrious
Pharoah Amenhotep IV first brought this light to the doorstep of humanity.
He told his people there was but one God. All others were His manifesta­
tion. The ancient Egyptians were Sun worshippers. Akhnaton, as this king
was affectionately called, was one of the True Prophets.

Is it the next great step of science to prove that man is immortal?That
he is not limited to this physical body that has been given to him for a little
while from the Cosmos itself? We are fast becoming aware there are new
worlds to be explored; that there are new scales of evolution to be reached.
Many are beginning to believe that one day life will become a living para­
dise. When we learn the art of transmutation, when we know that we can
transform our bodies without going through the process of destroying them,
we will be able to shed light into the souls of man.

Some of the wise ones who could look into the
future, we revered. Others we scorned. But today, the evolution of aware­
ness makes it easy to accept the most fantastic of yesterday.

We cannot discard our outmoded shell while we still remain chained
to the cross of tradition. While we look upon Jesus as our savior, at the same
time we depict him as man of sorrows. We fell heir to the crucifixion com­
plex two thousand years ago and we are still nursing it along. We are spill­
ing our lives in ignorance when knowledge and wisdom are ours for the
asking. How long will this go on? It will go on until the masses are enlight­
ened. The consciousness of the many directs the few. So long as the masses
hang like a weight on our cosmic kite we will not be able to rise to that di-
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mension which has been prepared for us. "I go to prepare a place for you,"
said Jesus.

Despite scientific opinion, consciousness is essence. While we cannot
see it, touch it, taste it, we know it exists.

o what carries the Burbank touch. That his mind was attuned to the higher
.e realms goes without saying. The light from his electronic body shone through
n every atom of his being. This man is said to have had the keenest vision of

any man of our times. His eyes could penetrate into the heart of a flower;
into the kernel of the seed; into the veins that ran through the leaves of the

~s tree. He could see with clarity the colors on nature's palette. Often he would
e, stand transfixed as he watched Mother Nature painting colors into her flow-
m ers. It is claimed that he could actually see the chlorophyll as it was absorbed
e into the leaves.

Luther Burbank operated from the plane of ''wholeness,'' not the usual
realm of ''partness.'' His extrasensory vision went deep into the germ-plasma

al itself. His intuitional skill was that of one descended directly from the higher
arcs of life. He envisioned the same golden threads running through all plant
life which runs through man. In his experimentation with plants, they will-

xt ingly gave up their most guarded secrets. In plants he found the same di-
lle vergent strains, the same identical qualities, the same line of evolution, that
m forms the patterns of all life.

IS As a little boy he would say, "God told him things." He tuned into the
~s, founts of God as we tune in our radio. He drew on the founts of knowledge
e bringing forth secrets that had not been given to any man of this age. In his

of consummate research he discovered just how new characteristics could
dominate old habits. He learned how new strains became sovereign over
the strains that had passed. He selected his seeds with care. He was still

m- more loving in the attention he gave them. His soils were cleansed and ster-
IS ilized before planting. He used special precautions in transplanting for he

knew that at the transition there is a greater degree of fragility. Pests and
fungi threatened the life of the seedling just as psychic larvae menaces the
life of a new-born babe. To the best of his ability, Luther Burbank made his
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plants resistant to all attacks.

Early in his venturing he acquired the fine art of hybridizing different
species that he might produce an unlimited variety. He discovered there is
an affinity in plants just as there is an affinity between human beings. His
plants revealed the law of polarities; that there are soul mates in the plant
kingdom and that from the mating of these twin-souls new forms are cre­
ated. He sometimes produced thousands of failures before he found the
perfect one. But in dealing with the higher frequencies, his intuition was
unerringly accurate. With his keen perception he made the discovery that
disease did not attack the perfect germ-plasma. Rather than resorting to
sprays and poisons, wherever possible he made his stock immune to at­
tack. By applying the higher laws to the lower Earth, he knew he was doing
the creative work that God intended His Earthlings to do.

The keynote of Luther Burbank's success was fresh originality-re­
birth in the plant world. He was able to turn the powers of the universe in
any direction he dictated. The plant world looked upon him as their God.
During his lifetime he developed many new races ofparent forms. He mated
his flowers and his plants much as a stock breeder mates his prize cattle. He
found that whenever there was too wide a departure from affinity a mutation
always occurred.

Mr. Burbank found in plant life the divine anthem of creation. He made
the discovery that the polarities of male and female must be perfectly bal­
anced ifperfect specimens were to be brought forth. That the energies within
produce the energies without; that one energy acts upon the other. The care
he took with his plants he also administered to his soil. A plant, like human
beings, must have the proper environment.

One of this great man's far-reaching feats of genius was his ability to
blend the colors in plant life. It is said that he knew more about color than
any man ofour age. With the color sense ofthe most talented artist, he mixed
his pigments on nature's palette. To him his plants were little people. He
treated them as he would like the human specie to treat him . He saw the
evolution of man in the making, for had they not come up from the mineral
like man? Were they not a part of the same process of growth inherent in all
kingdoms?
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Mr. Burbank believed that the same principle applied to plants would
work in man; that the same undesirable qualities could be weeded out and
the best qualities grafted to take their place. He stressed again and again
how ravaging fungus destroyed; how it must be cleansed away. Diane has
stressed how ''psychic fungus" clings to a human being. Is it not the same
thing?

Mr. Burbank accentuated adaptation in all of his research. He taught
his plants to adapt, and under his guiding hand they took on the shape and
quality of their environment. Having clear comprehension of the subtle ac­
tivities behind all growth, unconsciously, perhaps, he drew forth the essence,
the protoplasmic raw material of which all life is created. This he injected
into the plants that he loved. Perhaps above all the men of our times he knew
that one single drop of this essence contains more power than all the things
of earth put together.

There is no question the same basic law that applied to Burbank's cre­
ation applies to all life. When we can tap and utilize the Source of all life, we
will know the Source of all power. The trinity of evolution, convolution and
involution must follow throughout. With the strict observance of this trinity
there is no divergence from the mainline.

Octave by octave man has come up through the dungeons of igno­
rance. He has risen to the heights of materiality. He has touched his exulta­
tions; he has wallowed in the mud. Few of us would dismiss lightly the expe­
riences we have lived through, good or bad. Many have risen by the inner
sense of call. Others ascended because they were spurred on by that eter­
nal challenge of something greater beyond.

Luther Burbank elevated his inferior stock by blending it with the su­
perior plant life. It wasn't his way to destroy. He never started a war to kill off
good and bad because there were too many plants. In his interesting life­
time he blended wild fruits with the domestic variety. He created an envi­
ronment where the weaker grades could be absorbed by the stronger. Out
of this new strains were born. The genius of his creations were sovereign
over the old. Realizing they had all come up from the same germinal stream,
he knew there was a link of plant brotherhood between them all. As they

rose on the ladder of vegetational evolution, to him they became more and
more beautiful. He was well aware that all forms go through the same sort of
change, that everything on the planet has an ancestral past. All are part of
the futuristic stream. Mystics and researchers have known since time imme­
morial that all germ-plasma must be modified from time to time. That at given
intervals extreme and radical changes must be admitted. Such a radical
change is on the horizon today.

The history of man is a saga of his cataclysmic struggle to survive. He
has resorted to barbarism in the name of conquest. Civilizations have come
into being only to vanish forever. Babylon, ancient Egypt, China, Greece;
each and everyone knew unsurpassed greatness. They reached the heights
of their time. And they fell under their own weight. The remnants left for
future man were significant to growth. Their symbols were inscribed wher­
ever they thought the symbols would live. Where those civilizations led other
civilizations have followed. The pattern has not been altered. We have uti­
lized the best; we have paid tribute to the ruthless methods they used. When
we were ready and willing to give our allegiance to those great souls who
have guided our footsteps from the depths up to the present time, then we,
too, will know the meaning of rebirth.

There have been many trailblazers; many key figures in history. Per­
haps some of them were extraterrestrials incarnated to Earth bodies, the
same spacemen who are trying to guide our footsteps today.

There are those in every generation who are permitted to glimpse the
Charter of the New Age. They have put behind them the things of Earth that
they might help turn on the lights of the future. Many are to be found in the
scattered groups so recently come into being. They know that the light is
trying to shine over our broad horizons. These lights have been extinguished
and lighted many times during this long and suffering cycle. But they know
too, that the ultimate goal will one day be reached.

The believers are on the ascendancy. Thousands are joining the pa­
rade for they know that change is inevitable; the time is up. Everything in
our universe will go through the same great change, whether the cells ofthe
body or the cells of the cosmos. All wear a cloak of mortal flesh for a time,
but eventually they must slip into their immortal sheaths of finer plasmas.
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The fleshy form is a transient tom. It begins with generation and it ends
with death. The higher we travel up the scale, the longer we are privileged
to live in new bodies. It is believed that some of the planets have a much
longer lifespan than ours. They are not subject to the diseases of the flesh.
There are no psychological barriers to tear down. Every house, in the be­
ginning, is built of the self-same particles; they are all held together with the
same sentient life. Ifwe can use only the changes that have occurred within
our own lifetime as a measuring rod, then how can we begin to measure
changes that might-take place in a thousand years; a million years, yes even
a trillion years? A realization of this time lapse helps us to visualize the wide
gap we might meet when we land our craft on other planets.

It is said that our Grand Canyon ofArizona was formed at the time this
continent was known as Lemuria. The stone writings unearthed in that area
would indicate there has been life on this planet for a long, long time. Those
who have traced back the geologic years tell us there is evidence of more
than 200,000 years of life. What occurred two hundred thousand years ago?
Lemuria has often been called the cradle of the human race. Did extrater­
restrials populate the Earth? Have they long since migrated back to their
homes in the sky? Perhaps to a planet better adapted to their evolutionary
advancement.

All of this will be incorporated in the new time-space foundation. It is
the first major move out of bondage toward freedom. At the end of each
major cycle, time and space merge, one into the other. Dichotomies give
way to trichotomies. This is unity; each domain brought under control by a
blending of the best qualities of each. Luther Burbank did it in the plant world.
We can do it in the human world. This is the beginning of intelligence.

To solve a problem we must go ahead of that problem. We must em­
brace a larger periphery. The lesser must be absorbed into the greater. We
have lived this entire cycle wrapped up in a chemical balloon. The gases
were pure in the beginning but, like any substance that is used again and
again, they finally become foul. Today, these putrid gases are escaping; the
balloon is disintegrating by way of its own poisons. Ifwe are going to solve
today's problems, we must take them to a higher court, a new dimension, a
higher arc.
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CHAPTER nFTEEN

It was a day in August, 1935 when two lonely sky wanderers came to
their sad end in the cold, dreary tundra of Alaska. That was a day in our
century that will never be forgotten. The coast line from Alaska to California
was bathed in a heavy fog, the last requiem to a man beloved by all the
world. Skywriters were busy inscribing a final chapter in the life of a great
chieftain, America's ambassador of good will, Will Rogers.

I recently visited Claremore, Oklahoma,where all that was mortal of
the wise, rope-slinging cowboy reposes and is at rest. Just to stand there
before his mammoth statue gave me a comfortable feeling that this man left
this world with all his sums finished. Will had fulfilled his major obligations.
He had paid his debts. He had achieved his life's ambition. It was as if an
unseen hand had guided the stick of that little red bus; an unseen hand that
led two intrepid adventurers, Will Rogers and his pal Wiley Post, out into a
newer and greater event. Will was still wearing the laurel wreath that would
help him press on to greater goals. It is an Indian tradition to reach for the
Sun. He had found his Sun, beyond the visible horizon.

There was a prayer in my soul as Ipaid tribute to Rogers, whose simple
word was mightier than the sword. His one secret was now etched into the
hard metal of the imposing statue. It was part of his own illuminating per­
sonality; the password to th;e throne of nations. It read "I never met a man I
didn't like."
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Early in life Will Rogers had discovered the well-spring of brother­
hood. He was the biggest brother to all nations that this century has known.
His sense of fellowship for every man carne from the deep folds of himself.
He could see something of worth, find something to love, in every man he
looked upon. The riches Will recognized were the values that could be
weighed on the scales ofheaven. He said many times that possessions could
not bring happiness until one learned how to use possessions. He was aware
also that the best in world leadership could not break the chains of woe, but
that simple souls, the prophets and the saints could chase away man's gloom.
It made little difference to Will Rogers who a man was, or where he was
born. He was a human being, and Rogers liked him. If the person carne from
the heaven world or another planet, if he was capable of starting a chain
reaction for good, Will was for him.

There are many unadorned souls like Rogers in the world today. They
are filled to the brim with goodness. With preordained design they have
corne to open the new vistas. Will Rogers was a rough-and-ready, gum-chew­
ing man who believed that good humor made relatives of everybody. Per­
haps he did more to cement friendships between man and nations than any
man since Abraham Lincoln. He proved to the world that wit linked with
wisdom can crack the highest walls of rancor. He knew that the brotherhood
of man is not something to attain to, that it lies sleeping in the heart and soul
of every human being.

From boyhood Rogers had had a healthy outlook on life. He had a
wholesome outlook on world affairs. It was the ideal that he worked for. He
believed that if all men could look at life as he did there would never be
occasion for war.

Such men as Will Rogers are the healers of the ills of mankind. They
serve good humor instead of champagne. When we can laugh at life and
with life, we know how wonderful life can be.

Why is man on earth? This question has been asked down through the
ages. Perhaps the answer is to be whole and complete within himself, to
experience in some measure every phase of existence. The sages tell us
that earth is a school where we must learn our lessons. Little by little we are
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taught how to be free, not with a false freedom, but with a freedom that is
enduring and immortal.

To be free one must build an aura free of psychic larvae that eats eter­
nally at our entrails. We need something to prevent us from sucking in the
flotsam that is part of our vermin filled world. As we wipe out one menace, it
seems we always do something to bring about another.

IfWill Rogers were alive today he would tell us that war must go; that
poverty must go; that the things that create a menace must be wiped out?

We have been conditioned to false concepts. We haven't learned to
discriminate between the false gods and the real. Perhaps Will Rogers looks
down upon us from time to time. Bemoaning the state of affairs on earth he
once said: "There is no country in the world where a person changes from
hero to goat and goat to hero as they do with us. It's not our public men you
can't put your finger on, it's our public. We don't know what we want, but
we're always ready to bite somebody to get it."

Throughout his life Rogers harbored a secret hurt in his heart for the
wrongs imposed upon his people, the Indians. He had always taken immense
pride in his Red Brothers. He often said: "They didn't come over on the May­
flower. They met the boat." Will was a champion roper, but he always threw
the rope so that nobody would get hurt. If he could talk to us from beyond
the spheres of earth he would tell us that we cannot have friendships until
we know how to be friends.

Men like Will Rogers are the saviors of civilization. We need more of
them. Harmony was the keynote of his life. Harmony is to be found at the
center of all things. Our present ideologies have seemingly revealed the
worst rather than the best in us. Now we must pull ourselves up by our own
boot straps.

The new era was heralded in by spectacular histrionics. There will be
many new and exciting acts in this drama before the curtain comes down
again. The world is asking, what will these changes be like? None ofus know
the whole truth, and perhaps the maddest fiction would not be able to tell
us. Diane has said: "Once the goal is in view, Earth beings will go in throngs
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to find their paradise."

We can start this great work by listening to the voices from afar; by
opening our hearts to the needs of others; by helping to bring in the age of
brotherhood in all ways that we can. We have been told this brotherhood
exists on other planets. We have been told it is the root and fiber of their
greatness and stability. Will Rogers had the answer when he said: "I never
met a man I didn't like."

We are a people who live in our environment for good or for bad. Only
when we can see a better system in operation will we believe.

Many have asked if the ships be atom fueled? We have looked to
nuclear energy as our great hope, but there are those who believe that fate
has handed us hemlock to drink in the form of atoms. Perhaps we will still
find the transforming qualities or something that can be turned into a real
virtue in the atom. But it remains to be seen. Any new thing has two sides;
the positive and the negative. Nuclear energy tis great power. This has been
demonstrated. If a constrictive side can be found without its dire aftermath,
then it will go on to further greatness. Our scientists have their ears attuned
to the earth. They are burning midnight oil trying to expand their percep­
tions into broader fields. Will our progress be more rapid when we meet
these extraterrestrials face to face? Will it change the style of our living? We
can only wait on the sidelines-wait, look and listen.

But without harmony nothing big is going to happen to us. Just as har­
mony must be established in individual relationships, it most be established
in the hearts of nations. Our earth's premise has been one of wide diversity.
We've called it freedom, and it has been freedom of a sort. Will Rogers puts
it this way: "IfRussia wants a statue of liberty we will loan her ours. Ours has
its back turned on us at the present time. Every politician talks about Lin­
coln, but none of 'em ever try to imitate him."

In our country we have been allowed to deviate from the norm by be­
lieving that the tree must have its many branches. In religion this diversity
has created a multitude of sects. Each one claims to have "the last word of
God." The same is true in science, philosophy and art. Each has placed its
own hierarchy on the throne.
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Epochal history lies before us. Expanding potentialities are there to
be tapped. First we must be tested. As Plato said: "Leaders must be tested
until they are like pure gold." Those who take their seats in the new affairs
must be made worthy of their responsibility. If there is a spark ofperfection,
it must be found for progress is dependent upon how we start. The new civi­
lization must be set in motion. It must start with the spirit of brotherhood,
and with a sincere humanitarian gesture.

Will Rogers said: "Everybody's got a scheme to set the world right
again. You can't fix the affairs of the world, but you can go back and find the
mistakes and try to fix 'em. Civilization hasn't done much but make you brush
your teeth."

We need Will Rogers today, or we need more like him. Only a man
with compassion for his fellows can serve with wisdom and humility. We
need men who are honest, open and frank; men who have achieved a mea­
sure of immortal consciousness.

"Some folks do sums with figures," saidWill, "Sometimes they get good
at it, too. Like this fella Einstein. Then some folks do sums with words. I did
my sums with humor." He did it that way because he never met a man he
didn't like.
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CHAPTER SIXTEEN

The great federation of saucer movements has done a great deal to­
ward bringing a feeling of unity among peoples. Thousands are donating
their time and their efforts toward this great good. They know that we are at
the end of the road and that a reconstruction program is necessary. We can­
not go much farther without learning something more of universal laws. But
we must immediately learn a great deal more than we now know about in­
terstellar space.

Let me repeat again that in the beginning the majority of the saucer
groups were formed to investigate the sightings. This was the original pur­
pose and it was a necessary prelude to a working base. Many did a marvel­
ous job alerting the people to what was happening. Without the sighting era
we would have gone nowhere at all.

Today a sighting means virtually nothing. The sighter is excited for a
few moments but the next morning it is forgotten. Sightings alone have
proved nothing. A few years ago "Flying Saucer Review" by far and wide
the best saucer news medium, started out strictly as a sighting organ. Derek
Dempster, an RAF pilot and admittedly a "nuts-and-bolts" man, was the edi­
tor. But since the magazine's inception he has had a change of mind. In a
recent issue he said:

"Ever since I became interested in the flying saucer enigma, I have
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cherished the feeling that the UFOs are as solid as the Russian's Sputniks,
the American Explorers, or a big, red, double-deck London bus. But through
the last four years the strangeness of certain sightings, coupled with a num­
ber of incidents utterly divorced from UFOs led me to a reappraisal of the
facts,and subsequently to the conclusion that they are as I have imagined
them, but that there is a clue to their behavior in a number of manifestations
that people would call plain supernatural.

"Early in 1954," Dempster wrote,"one of the test pilots of the French
Fouga Aircraft Company in Pau, in the Lower Pyrenees,reported approach­
ing the aircraft he was piloting, an unidentified flying object hovering near
the town, but that he was forced to turn away because of the intense heat
which built up in his cockpit.

"About two months later, a United States Air Force Starfire was
scrambled to intercept an unidentified flying object picked up on the Ameri­
can radar defense chain. The key fighter made a successful contact, but the
crew bailed out because the cockpit became unbearably hot.

"In the Norwegian incident, Trygvie Jansen, a master painter, was driv­
ing home one evening after work when he was suddenly confronted with a
flying saucer hovering over the road. It was an amazing sight but even more
extraordinary was the tingling sensation experienced as he watched. But
the greatest shock was yet to follow. When he got home he found his car had
changed in color from beige to dark green.

"The Irish Sea story involved the trawler Ella Hewett, which in No­
vember, 1957, was overflown by a very bright object reported by many eye­
witnesses ashore. The peculiar fact about this incident was that on the fol­
lowing morning the bridge of the trawler appeared to have been stripped
of its white paint. Only the red-lead undercoat appeared to have remained.
And yet, on the day after, the bridge was back to its normal resplendent
white. It had changed overnight."

The "tingling sensations" seem to be a part of the strange experiences
of many who have seen UFOs in the skies. Contactees have stated their ex­
periences have been preceded by "tingling" in the body. A few moments
prior to my own strange 1939 experience in the flames, this tingling sensa-
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tion overwhelmed me like a violent earthquake. The visitations ofDiane have
been heralded in by the same sensations. Before the transfiguration epi­
sode at Fontana, California, my body took on intense heat. And from the
antics of my little dog, Kim; she, too, must have had something of the kind
happen to her.

I recall this same strange heat on another occasion when an odd-look­
ing key was placed in my hand. It is said that a key is verification of true
contact. As the key touched the palm of my hand it was accompanied by an
electrical shock that brought tears to my eyes,

Again quoting from the Dempster article:

"The trouble with mankind is it is 'tone-deaf to all but a few of the
octaves of nature, and like a two-dimensional creature trying to compre­
hend a three-dimensional animal, quietly says to itself of anything its mind
cannot understand: 'There ain't no such animal.'

"There are more such animals in existence than we can ever hope to
know about for the time being," he concludes. "And there are forces which
our descendants will become aware of as they continue to evolve. And these
are the forces it seems the flying saucer designers have learned to tap and
the crew to manipulate."

People have looked to their governments for the answer. Thousands
of dollars of the taxpayers' money have been spent in futile investigations.
So long as we attempt to measure another dimension on our worn out yard­
stick, the answers will continue to evade us. When we are willing to open
our ears to great learning; when we are ready to make an effort to under­
stand these universal laws, then that which we call supernatural will become
natural phenomena.

The concerted effort of the many saucer groups will help bring this
about. We are all linked together in a chain of relationships. In my first years
of training by an unseen monitor I was forced to use conceptual words as a
means of running up and down the scales. I was shown how to run them up
to the highest scale ofunderstanding then down the scale to the lowest point
they would reach. I soon found the point of relationship, the way they linked
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up with all the other words in the human vocabulary.

The tremendous importance of the small groups now being formed
cannot be ignored because of their worth and value as a whole. The day has
come when one man spearheading a campaign is not enough. Not even a
Will Rogers could stand up under the vicious barrage. These little groups,
dedicated to healing and growth, can in a measure serve as a bulwark against
the evils that have invaded us. Their consciousness can do a great deal to­
ward keeping the balance.

Since the coming of strange ships, these groups have been springing
up like mushrooms. About a year ago, Major Wayne Aho, retired, of the
United States Marine Corps Intelligence, took up the banner. He has induced
thousands to become part of this great band. Major Aho has been tireless in
his efforts. No hours have been too long; no part of the work too difficult.

In their short lives, some of these groups have grown to good size.
Others have remained little hubs, but hubs of devotion. Most of them have
gradu~tedfrom the sighting class and are now anxious and waiting for the
next move forward. These people know that the new era is here and that we
cannot fly back to our little cocoon this time. If we can remain devoted to
something we have not seen, whether Doctor Jung's "mythical savior" or
spacemen, then we can become good servitors. Many who have never seen
a UFO believe just as strongly as those who have seen dozens of them. They
are just as sincere in their devotion; just as adamant in trying to evaluate ,
equate and understand. Once they become an integral part of a group, the
group itself expands.

The consciousness contributed by these small gatherings might never
be properly measured in the world of average men. From them is issuing
the fuel of inspiration which should help to bring in the new things of the
future. Many go to bed at night as the same individual they have been since
birth. They wake up in the morning completely changed. Something has
happened to them. Their minds have expanded. They tingle with new ener­
gies. They are alive and ready for flight. Something new has been etched
into their consciousness. Dozens have asked me the same question: "Do
you think I have made contact?"
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But no one can answer, for there is yet no factual answer to their ques­
tioning. Perhaps it means another of Earth's children has been awakened
from a centuries old slumber. The first certainty he embraces is the fact that
it is no longer one Earth but the whole universe. He sees all as part of the
absolute, the whole. He knows oneness with all things. He also knows he
has placed one foot in paradise and he will not be content until both feet are
across that evanescent borderline.

Perhaps at no time since the early days of Christianity have human
beings been so completely devoted to a cause. A recent saucer convention
sponsored by the San Francisco Bay Area groups brought people from far
and wide. They stayed until the last speaker was heard. These people were
not supporting a mirage, but the greatest reality of our age.

Many who have become members of groups are serving despite the
fact that they are not aware of their service They seem to be following some
deep urge from within; a feeling rather than a knowing. Often they are in­
discriminate in their loyalties. They shout their enthusiasm to their neigh­
bors when they should hold their tongues. For the neighbor's time has more
than likely not yet come. In time all will partake ofthe same revelation. Those
who have held fast to a belief in miracles are now looking eagerly toward
their performance. These are the days they have earnestly prayed for. They
stand ready and waiting for their own apocalypse.

Once they become a part of group focalization there is no more doubt
in their minds. It is no longer an idle dream. The whole picture becomes as
scientific as the most down-to-earth science. It is no longer a question of "it
might be." Rather, it is a matter of when and how.

.It is said that if the mind can embrace a concept long enough, it can
eventually bring it to pass. The consciousness generated during the past
ten years will one day bear rich fruit. Many already feel the foreshadowing
of things to come. They feel the approach of new events. They experience
flashes of inspiration they cannot explain.

These small groups are serving as a vortex; the womb of generation.
The adherents are drawn from every bracket of human society, yet all work
together in harmony. They exhibit the same enthusiasm and the same devo-
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tion to an almost phantasmic cause.

Throughout history it has been the same. The early Christians were
devout, yet they knew not where they were going. They were ready to brave
death at every turn that they might spread the message,

The fact remains that the greater the cause, the greater is the expan­
sion that is needed. In our long histories we have not strayed far enough
from home base. We have never followed so nebulous a trail. The dedicated
ones feel they have nothing to fear. If the beings from space had intended to
wreak havoc upon it, they could have won the battle without a struggle.
Rather, it seems all too evident that they have come to show us how to subli­
mate and transmute our woes. So why not give them a helping hand? Will
Rogers would have done so. The greats of our age will be happy to clasp
their hand in friendship. Thousands are ready to open the doors of hospital­
ity. They will be entertained royally, for we will look upon them as royalty.
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CHAPTER SEVENTEEN

Through the centuries world libraries have been filled with books and
periodicals about subjects existing as yet only in the minds of the authors.
Many of these written records have served to stimulate greater interest, but
few have been a proving ground for facts. The theories furnish the seeds for
the facts to come later.

The seeds of the New Age have been sown again and again. But like
the curious city gardener planting seeds for the first time, he usually digs
them up before they have time to sprout. We have prepared the soil. We
have planted the seeds, but again and again they have been dug up before
they have had time to flower and fruit.

These are cosmic times. We have come up against the bar of justice
and it must be acknowledged. We are facing issues of cosmic importance. If
we are going to participate in this golden drama, we must become golden
within ourselves Many are putting their toes on the ladder. Many are begin­
ning to view the picture from a new vantage point. They want to glimpse the
beautiful scenery of the higher worlds before they decide to enter. We are
rising to a new octave. Each note must harmonize with every other note. In
time we will create a new scale. We will reach the chords that are connected
with the music of the spheres.

We are in the midst of the greatest drama since the birth of Christ. But
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this time the virus in humanity's bloodstream must be cleansed. One asks:
"Why haven't I been told these things before? Why have I been blinded to
these beautiful realities?"

Minor cycles creep up on us slowly. Minor cycles are all part of the
preparation for the major changes. Through the centuries only a few have
had the key to the mysteries. They have stayed in their caves On High, giv­
ing their lives casting our inspiration to the worlds beneath. Many times we
have come up to the bar but, like the breaking waves on the shore, it has
vanished before we could capture it.

This time it has been halted as though suspended by threads from the
heaven worlds. The evolutionary life that has moved sluggishly along for
centuries has suddenly spurted forward.

At given intervals nature brings out her brooms, her brushes and her
mops to help with the clean-up job. She usually takes a small portion at a
time; one part of the Earth will be buried under snow and ice. Another por­
tion will be seared by blistering heat and hurricane-force winds. Now and
then a flash flood will drench part of the Earth, bringing devastation in its
wake. Approximately once each century, the Earth goes through a complete
cleansing. One such event occurred in November of 1833 when the stars
literally fell upon our heads. I quote from the pen of the late Professor
Omstead of Yale University:

"Those who were fortunate enough to witness the exhibition of shoot­
ing stars on the morning of November 13, 1833, probably saw the greatest
display of celestial fireworks that has ever been seen since the creation of
the world. The extent of the shower of 1833 was such as to cover no incon­
siderable part of the Earth's surface. This is no longer to be regarded as
terrestrial, but as celestial phenomena, and shooting stars are no longer to
be viewed as casual productions of the upper regions of the atmosphere,
but as visitants from other worlds, or from other planetary voids.

"This was a day of days. The whole heaven seemed to be in motion
and suggested to some the awful grandeur of the image employed in the
Apocalypse upon the opening the sixth seal when the stars from heaven fell
upon Earth. "And the stars ofheaven fell upon Earth, even as a fig tree casteth
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her untimely figs when she is shaken by a mighty wind."

It is said that, following this shower the atmosphere was clean and pure
as it has never been before. The story of the "shower of the stars" has a
personal connotation, for I remember vividly that as a little girl of five I was
taken to visit two elderly maiden ladies called "the Tracy sisters." Their
mother had witnessed this shower. I was allowed to hold in my little hands a
fragment of one of the fallen stars. It is a picture that has remained in my
memory always, although other events of that period have completely van­
ished from my mind. Perhaps it was destined to serve as a reminder that
one day Iwould be writing about the stars and other planets; that I, too would
become a messenger to Earth.

Prophecy is not predicated on seership. It is the ability to follow the
golden threads out into the Great Unknown. Those who are capable of look­
ing into the future stand as the sturdy oak against the storms of time. Today
with the veneer of civilization wearing away, we are seeking a more du­
rable coat of paint, But most of us are aware that it goes deeper than that.
The termites have eaten into our structure until it will no longer take merely
another coat of paint.

We have had our warnings. We are being warned today. The siren will
continue to wail until the very eve of destruction. The greatest danger lies in
our enormous stockpile of atom bombs stored over the face of the Earth.
What we store, we must eat, or else it leaves behind its stench of decay. We
have stored much for our day of destruction. Only a miracle can save us.
Each wave ofviolence brings us closer to the final tide that will wash us from
the face of the Earth. We have signed a pact with the devils of destruction
and it is going to be difficult to escape the penalty of that pact.

Destruction is a powerful magnet. Without warning it pulls us down
into the fiery furnace. Construction rides the air waves on invisible wings. It
lifts us ever upward. While each end of the pole serves its own specific pur­
pose, one tiny mistake on the part of a thoughtless person can set off that
nuclear stock-pile and finish us as Earthlings forever.

We smashed the atom to increase our knowledge, but was fission de­
veloped at the price of wisdom? Throughout this long cycle we have crept

If enough people over the
face of the globe have the courage to stop the pendulum when it reaches
center, we will find the door that will lead us to safety. Transmutation is an
alien word to most of us. It means bringing the fire from heaven to burn out
the dross, then changing our garments from the scanty attire ofthe burlesque
performer to that of a monarch of spirit.

From all appearances the weight of evidence is on the side of disaster.
We're going around in a mad dream. With the threat of the Earth being stilled
by atom bombs, this is no time for the dreamer. The Earth could be laid
fallow for a thousand years. Some scientists estimate that it would take at
least that long for the radiation poisons to dissipate.

In the meantime, what is to become ofthe countless numbers who have
worked to prevent this horrific? Will they too be forced into oblivion along
with the malevolent destroyers?

Since each round of evolution is complete within itself, it must have its
beginning and its climax. There are always those caught up in the evolu-
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tionary round who must go on ahead. Somewhere along the line they have
earned the right. Likewise, a planet comes to the end of another long term.
Archeology and geology are replete with change. The face of the Earth has
been altered many times by floods, ice glaciers, and other cataclysmic
events. When human consciousness grows in debauchery to the point where
human beings can no longer live in their filth, then something must come to
kill out every last vestige of the scum and slime that has been created.

When we turn to the atom we have a wildcat by the tail. We cannot
hide our world treasures this time. They will stand as we left them when our
bodies turn back to dust. They will remain until time eventually releases
them back to their source.

This time we are trapped in our own cage. Only a miracle can offset
the debacle. Ifbombs are dropped on New York and in turn on Moscow, the
entire world will be drawn in. The poisons let loose will travel to every nook
and cranny.

Transi­
tion will come but it need come through death and destruction only if we
force it to. It can come through transmutation and regeneration, also. In war
we use the fire of cannon and bombs to maim and kill.

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CHAPTER EIGHTEEN

Perhaps they have not been in our environment long enough
to make this adaptation. Their bodies are not sufficiently concrete to with­
stand a prolonged sojourn. This was made apparent through Diane. Like the
Defied Ones, she could come in her subtle quasi-body, but such a body can­
not be maintained in the Earth's vibration for any considerable time.

We are all part of one Great whole. The substance out of which man is
made existed before he came into being. The substance that built our world
will have existence when the world passes away. We are all linked together
on one long chain. We are as close to each other subconsciously as breath
itself. When we stop fighting and try living together in brotherly affection,
then we will soon forget that war has ever existed on this planet; that the
discords upon which we thrived were only experiences we had to go through
to learn our lessons.

There is no escape. All avenues of retreat are blocked. The atom bomb
has done something we could not have done without it. Now we can go up or
we can go down; we can take our choice.

Highly evolved beings can live in a cellular body and a molecular body
simultaneously. They can shift from one to the other in a flash materializa­
tion and dematerialization, as we call it. Throughout history many have found
the secret. They have traveled the uncharted paths while still inhabiting a
physical body. Now, with universalization expanding, many more will be
able to do the same. They will discover in a moment of time they can trans­
fer their consciousness from one body to another.
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There is an up and a down, also a middle path. This is an indestruc­
tible principle that belongs to the Law of the Absolute. Specialization with­
out universalization leads to a fatalistic end. We have reduced our world to
an atom, now we must expand that atom to God.
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CHAPTER NINETEEN

It we take the time to read the road signs along the pathway of life, we
know that the changes ahead surpass anything we have laced before. To be
sure, we do not know the way, and we are not going to find the path unless
we are willing to go adventuring. It is futile to attempt to put pencils to work
as we would with a problem in simple mathematics. We must depend in this
case upon true guidance. This does not mean the pedagogic interpretations
of man gleaned from books, but inspirational guidance and direction from
the spheres beyond Earth.

The human family has come up through the fathomless depths of time.
Each life stream had witnessed the pageantry of the ages. All are in agree­
ment that love is the ultimate of all things.

When there is a uniting of twin souls, all fear vanishes and there is a
feeling that nothing is impossible in the whole wide world. The story re­
lated above carne from the lips of one of most pure heaven sent women it
has been my privilege to meet in this life. She spills her magic of love over
everything she touches. Her life has been dedicated to others. She has a
wonderful Earthly mate endowed with a wealth of spiritual understanding.
There is perfect harmony in their horne.

Is this the mystical marriage to which sages and poets so frequently
refer? Matter comes into manifestation as the result of the reaction of spiri­
tual action. Matter is energy in the state of rest. It is the force in a state of
equilibrium. In short, matter is solidified spirit.

The closer we corne to the threshold of change, the deeper we must
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plunge to find the rational answers. Perhaps in the strange days ahead it will
be a commonplace happening for beings from higher realms (or the more
advanced planets) to meet their loved ones here on Earth.

We are finding some verification of this in the press. Recently word
came out of England that medical men were baffled at a number of cases
purported to be events in "immaculate conception." Most of the cases were
discarded as frauds but, as case histories began to mount, research was
begun in earnest.

pattern of love like the harp to its strings. In the many personal interviews I
had, the women had all seemingly touched "something."

The illustrious Rudyard Kipling once said: "East is East and West is
West; never the twain shall meet." If Mr. Kipling were alive today, he might
retract that statement.

Within one short generation the caste line that has divided one branch
of humanity from another is fast fading out, The capacity for experience has
expanded. There is a blending of things, one with the other. Out beyond the
horizons the microcosm is making friends with the macrocosm. The abstract
is becoming concrete and the adage, "as above, so below," seems more
plausible than ever.

Rudyard Kipling, when he made this statement, was looking at the
Planet Earth through the eyes of his day. Brotherhood was confined to its
own limited circles. Oceans and national boundary lines divided one group
from another.

Centuries ago, China built a high wall around her territorial posses­
sions. The millions of starving humans inside the walls knew nothing of the
ways of evolution. In this way China believed she was keeping intact her
territorial possessions and her age-old cultures. She was invulnerable against
invasion. But she was being stifled and strangled from within.

Today China's high wall is gone. The hypothetical divisions of human-
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ity are rapidly being torn down. The way of destruction is in China's midst.
At the same time, the once alien word "brotherhood" is finding its niche.
The glad hand of universal fellowship is felt now and then. Creation at the
"groaning stage" is making all sorts of changes. When hands can be clasped
across the oceans, then the rumblings of war will cease and the spirit of
brotherhood reign.

The poets have been singing the song of "brotherly love" since time
immemorial. If we are to embrace brotherhood, it must become a "living
brotherhood." The day of "togetherness" is here. When we can open our
hearts and our minds to the wonders of the universe, we will begin to have
true brotherhood on Earth. We will know there is an unbroken union be­
tween man and the stars; between human beings and all life, everywhere.

"For as the new heaven and the new Earth, which I shall make, shall
remain before me," sayeth the Lord." How are we going to bring about this
universal brotherhood?

The substance of the universe flows through all life. Every living thing
is tinctured with the substances from below; the essences from above. In
the long chainwork of evolution mankind has come up the hard way. He has
stumbled and he has fallen. He has picked himself up again and gone his
woeful way. Always, buried deep within him, has been the assurance that
there was something brighter across the horizon. He believed there were
many mysteries still undiscovered. He might have to swim in muddy waters
for a time, but eventually they would clear and he would feel the exhilara­
tion of the uninterrupted universe.

Why has man never found what he has been searching for? Because
through his long sojourn on Earth he has warred for his bounty. He has been
at war with himself. At some point on the globe there has scarcely been a
day without deadly conflict. Man has swung with his pendulum. He has em­
braced the related opposites, going from war to peace, from poverty to pros­
perity, then all the way back again.

He has never tried to find a way to rise in peace and tranquility through
that open way known as the third channel. He has preferred to tear down
the walls and blast his way through. The center was there, but it was ob-
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scured in ignorance.

Human vision is widening and consciousness is growing each day.
Consciousness is the substance upon which we will one day rise. But con­
sciousness must be mixed and blended. The peoples of the Earth who went
their separate ways back in the dim dawn of the present cycle must be re­
united again. Perhaps it was necessary for them to be separated that they
might learn the art of specialization. But the time has come to universalize.

We know that much of the true eastern culture has withered and de­
cayed. Western territorial aggression has been slowed down for there are
few virgin areas to be explored and conquered. When the essence of the
cultures of the East can meet with the genius of the West, then the spirit of
brotherhood, long submerged, can become a reality.

Many oarsmen are pulling up the turbulent stream today; men and
women dedicated to world peace, covering every inch of global terrain.
Outstanding among these trailblazers, and perhaps one of today's stron­
gest links between the East and the west is Dalip Singh Saund, of
Westmoreland, California. Two years ago, Judge Saund, Indian born and a
full-blooded Hindu,

was elected to sit in the United States House of Representatives.

The story of Dalip Singh Saund fits the pattern of the American great­
ness that has followed a straight path throughout our history. Less than a
decade ago, Judge Saund, a symbol of brotherhood between two different
worlds, was an alien in our land. He was not entitled to vote. To be exact, he
was an obscure lettuce farmer in the sandy, sun swept Imperial Valley of
California. But in the short time that he has been a public figure, he has tried
to bring the spirit of "togetherness" to our Western world.

Judge Saund was elected to his congressional office on the Democratic
ticket but his staunchest followers were drawn from outside the pale ofpolitics.
He probably has as many supporters among Republicans as he has in the Demo­
cratic camp. Just prior to the 1958 elections, automobiles that carried the Re­
publican banner two years before headlinedthe words: "SAUND FORRE-ELEC­
TION." Why? Perhaps because the heritage ofthe centuries is in his blood. Judge
Saund does not merely stand for a principle. He is a principle.
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Not one word of "smear" was used by him in his first campaign. His
opponent was the beautiful and belovedJackie Cochran OdIum, also an ethi­
cal campaigner. It was a neck-and-neck race, to be sure, for Mrs. OdIum,
wife of multi-millionaire Floyd OdIum, was a "darling of the gods." Not only
was she a woman of spirit, integrity, and that rare quality, intrepidity, she
had come up the hard way. She was a Republican n a Republican strong­
hold. She was entitled to a "walkaway" victory. Yet a Hindu, unknown and
unsung, usurped the vote and went to Washington as representative of
California's 29th Congressional District. It was the first time a Democrat had
ever been elected to this inner sanctum.

The question has often been asked: "DidJudge Saund give up his East­
ern traditions to become a Westerner? No, he did not. He still is a Sikh, the
one branch of Hinduism that long ago abandoned the barriers of caste. The
blood that flows in his veins is the blood of brotherhood. There are many
who look upon Judge Saund as a dark-skinned Abraham Lincoln. His four­
sguare stand on principle has endeared him to all.

Once ensconced in the House of Representatives, he quickly became,
like the late Will Rogers, another ambassador of good will-"good will be­
tween two worlds." In 1957 he made his first return trip to his native India in
37 years. He now had another problem to face; not how the Americans would
accept him, but how India would accept one of its native-born who had gone
over to the side of the alien. He was not at all sure of a welcoming commit­
tee, nor even a warm handshake, but he was cheered like an American hero
on Broadway. He met with the Indian leaders. He told them ofAmerican ide­
als. It wasn't an easy task, for Russian propaganda had made the Indians
apprehensive about American "equality."

Those who have followed in friendship the constantly broadening trail
of this dark-skinned, tranquil mannered man from the East will tell you that
he carries the mark of Lincolnesque greatness. He is a living realization of
the Lincoln premise that "all men are created equal." From boyhood, Saund
has clung with love and affection to the pattern symbol of Lincoln, his idol. It
was his quality of fairness that elected him to the office of Municipal Judge of
the town of Westmoreland in 1952.
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Today we need that firm, warm handclasp of friendship across the
oceans of our globe. We need men and women capable of welding world­
wide friendships and fellowships between all people everywhere. There
are many working quietly behind the scenes to bring about a "brotherhood
of unity," for only in unity and brotherhood can we find the panacea for world
peace.

Dalip Singh Saund is a man invincible in his honesty. He learned long
ago in his native land how to administer and live in true principle. He says
he feels certain that if we will follow the premise of equality we will have
nothing to fear from Russia or the world. Ifwe can help to build this "broth­
erly nucleus" within our governmental bodies, the rest should be easy. When
this same rationality ofprinciple can be applied to all departments of living,
the task will be completed. With proper cooperation and coordination it
can be done.

The cosmic winds are blowing, mounting rapidly toward a hurricane
force. Soon the "twain of the East and the 'West" is destined to meet at last.
The joining together can come out of war or, like the gentle zephyrs, it can
blow in the breezes of peace. Ifwar comes, we will be in the wake of death,
destruction and tortured minds and souls. True enough, it might gorge the
fortunes for a few, but even they may one day be forced to breathe in their
own foul radioactive dust.

Recently, another scintillating personality stepped out of the mired
mass, waving his flaming torch. Ron Ormond, a young Hollywood producer­
director, took the oath of dedication and promised himself and his God that
he would spend his remaining years actively trying to uplift mankind and to
open the doors to a permanent peace. Ron has just returned from a year's
sojourn in the Far East, where he photographed the little known mysterious
and hitherto well concealed secrets behind the great religions of the Ori­
ent.

"Our reward has been one of great esoteric value," said Ron after he
returned. "It justifies our profound belief that the peoples of the West will
one day unfold the same great inner secret powers as their Oriental broth­
ers."
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It wasn't easy to go behind the scenes to win the full confidence of
these secretive people. But Ron's sincerity and captivating personality found
the magic key that opened the doors. There was no traditional missionary
work, no preachments about new doctrines.

"Our objective was to foster the moral cultures of mankind," he said,
"and in this way promote the wisdom of oneness and the sentiment of love
toward one's neighbors. Our sole purpose was an attempt to create the broth­
erhood of all people, everywhere."

In his soft-spoken voice,he pleaded with the Easterners to forget about
war; to blend their differences of opinion; to let go of their decaying cul­
tures so that all might speak in a common tongue. He told them how they
must all live together in peace and harmony, the rule and measurement of
God's divine plan.

The plan! Allover the world today that plan is beginning to take form.
A substratum is being laid, the foundation for the future. The sacred tenet of
Abraham Lincoln that' "all men are created equal" is the beginning ofworld
brotherhood. Ron Ormond and his partner, Ormond-McGill, went to the Far
East in search of the greatest of mysteries. They were seeking something
by which the west might profit. Without torchbearers such as these there
would be no progress,and without progress there can be no brotherhood.
They were not out to steal the mysteries for profit, as many other
Hollywoodites have done. It is their dedicated purpose to try to sell man­
kind on the oneness of Him we call God.

Perhaps Ron was not altogether inspired by the drama of the East. Per­
haps he was born to his task. As a very little boy he developed a love for the
Unknown. He believed there was something wonderful beyond the veil that
would one day be revealed. As he grew older he began to dabble in meta­
physical and occult sciences. It was the phenomena then; it is the philoso­
phy and the science now. His investigation and research have brought him
to the feet of the Masters. He no longer speculates; he knows. He believes
he has found the great secret of how the Easterners attained greater knowl­
edge than their Western brothers. He had always wanted to know why the
holy men could walk barefoot on white hot stones. How they energized their
bodies and lived without food for days on end. All of these answers he found
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in the Orient. Furthermore, he learned that the surface has only been
scratched; that there are vast universal powers that have never been tapped.
This knowledge cannot be cloistered forever. With a reign of chaos in the
Far East it would seem that this is the time when the precious vaults ofknowl­
edge will be opened.

Ron Ormond was admitted to the inner sanctum of the East because
the word "dedication" was written on his heart. They knew he would com­
plete the task he had set out to do, and they were ready and willing to help
him.

Ron knew it, too. He was of the West, where speed has taken prece­
dence over all else. The West has specialized the object. Materialism has
reigned. The East has specialized in the subject. Idea creation has reigned.
Today the two extremes must meet at center. There must be a merger of the
objective and subjective. Ron knew that bridging the gap is the first step in
unity; the first all around nucleating factor in brotherhood.

Those of the West will not find their soul freedom sitting cross-legged
in a darkened cave. They will not find it in the orange robes of the begging
bowl. But Ron has a plan whereby the centuries-old traditions of the East
can be merged with the speed of the West. The Masters have spent a life­
time in meditation and contemplation, but with science on the ascendency,
Ron is certain there is a way to accomplish the same objective in weeks or
months. It means finding a way to open our own individual force field to
bring all bodies into play at once.

The first step is adopting the "spirit ofbrotherhood." As each one finds
this "unity of spirit" it will begin to encircle the globe like an elastic girdle.

Young Ormond stole hours from his precious sleep to think it over. He
and his partner had met the sages and gurus face to face. The two had been
inspired by the holy flame from their broad and active auras. They had felt
the power of Peace as it flowed through every atom of the Wise Ones. Ron
Ormond knew that the unseen forces that protected them would one day
protect him also.

It was a strenuous and hazardous journey they mapped for themselves.
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In their sojourn they invaded the privacy of the aborigines of many coun­
tries. They met and photographed the Igorote headhunters of the Philip­
pines. On Taiwan it was the Yamis, or nature worshippers more often re­
ferred to as the Devil Worshippers.

In Indo-China he came across an interesting group known as the Mois
of Viet-Nam, a primitive aboriginal village where the inhabitants still wor­
ship the totem pole.

"These people," Ron says, "seem to have literally stepped out of the
stone age into the twentieth century. They were quite absorbing and I now
count them among my close friends."

However, the two partners did find their accommodations hard to take.
They slept on the same straw mats and even ate the same unpalatable food
as the Mois, "While they were primitive in one sense," he says, "they were
certainly more spiritually advanced than we are."

In Tay-Ninh in southern Viet-Nam he found an amazing bit of modern­
ism wrapped up in primitive cultures. It was a religion called Caodaism.
Only 34 years old, it claims more than three million adherents. Furthermore,
it has enthroned the Giao-Tong (or Pope), holder of the religious laws and
masters of the mystic branch. There is a schematically established hierar­
chy of dignitaries: the Cardinals, who are chiefs of the legislative body; 33
archbishops; 72 bishops; 3,000 priests,and an unlimited number of student
priests.

Ron says, "From every indication, this group ofreligionists gives prom­
ise of becoming one of the giants of the Orient. It is a religion based on
tolerance and the worship of the true God, though He is called by many
names."

Caodaism had its beginning in the crude development of channelship.
Slowly, the founders crept up the ladder of the spirit until some of their fol­
lowers eventually tapped in on the (fluid) true cosmic essence so often re­
ferred to by the beautiful Diane. It was then the Superior Ones became their
guides and instructors. Then came the day when the summit was reached
and direct communication was theirs. They met the Supreme One whom
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they called Cao Dai, and He brought the truth to the people of Viet-Nam.

In the 34 years of their existence, many have been initiated by the
Great Master himself. The holy city of Caodaism covers many acres near
the town of Tay-Ninh. This region, once dense forest and shrub, now houses
a population of 100,000 persons. Dotted around the city one finds hospitals,
markets, schools, printing plants; but in the center of all stands the Temple
Divine. This artistically designed House of God carries an assemblage of
symbols, each representing some great religion of the world. An invisible
chorus sends forth its angelic strains from the tower of Sakar.

Caodaism has flourished because it is free. It holds no "fenced in"
creeds or dogmas, The flag of universalism waves from its temples, and as
Ron Ormond says:

"'We spent three wonderful days in the holy city, guests of the Admin­
istrative Body. It truly made me realize that our Oriental brothers are far
more advanced in matters of esoteric sciences than we are. I knew too that
before we can advance we must learn something of their arts and their sci­
ences."

It would seem if this spirit of oneness is to prevail over the Earth, a
primary step is the meeting of East with West. When Ron Ormond is asked
why he went to the Orient when there are so many interesting places in the
West to explore, he says this:

"I went to the Orient to help perpetuate the fellowship ofman and bring
about the brotherhood of all people. Through direct touch with the Orient
and Orientals, I hope to be able to translate the great teachings of the an­
cientsages into English and other languages, thus giving all first-hand en­
try into the teachings of the wise gurus of the East. I have dedicated myself
to this task, for I believe that divine knowledge is the only answer to today's
grave problems. It is the one way we can unite all mankind into a Universal
Brotherhood."

While his many cans of film from the East are being processed, Ron
and his charming wife June are now engaged in the production of the first
"true" flying saucer film entitled: "Crusade to New Horizons." In Ron's ab-
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sence, June has carried on, delivering her messages from platforms, raising
the necessary funds for the production, creating a life-sized script and in
general being a brave little miss dedicated to bringing to the world another
chapter in brotherhood.

We are no longer traveling in the ox-cart, nor are we limited to fast
speeding airplanes. The call is no longer an echo in the jungle. The past
century has given us the telephone, the telegraph, radio and television. They
all have been channels of communications through space. Is it madness to
assume that communications from the far-removed planets can be carried
on with beings of Earth? Is it further madness to entertain the thought that
they might be more advanced than we are, hence have a potential and abil­
ity to do things we cannot do? Of what value would it be to glimpse the far
horizons if we could not find the ways and means to reach those horizons?

Let us be honest with ourselves. Have we not spurned the East be­
cause we have felt ourselves superior to easterners? Have we not looked
upon them as backward, immature people? They hugged their strange, and
to us heathen religions just as we hugged our transient possessions. They
travelled the path at a leisurely, crawling gait, while we tried out new speeds
everyday.

It is not necessary that we sit in meditation on some high mountain
year after year. We do not have to go into periods of silence speculating on
worlds beyond our dreams. Nor do we have to martyr ourselves to some
remote cause. But a little of the tranquility and quietude of the easterner
might help us find that basic principle upon which they have stood through
the centuries.

It is not easy to break from traditions. Through the centuries the East
has held to a subjective way of life, while we have become more and more
objective. Without the subjective, the objective becomes the end ofthe trail.
These two interchangeable concepts must work toward the same creative
design. Each must work toward center each in its own way.

Nature's invisible laboratory is never idle. The subtle forces have been
at work for a long time. When these two forces meet, each from opposite
angles, one is polarized with something of the other. The merger of the East
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and the West can become one of the greatest elements in polarization ever
known to this Earth. It can produce a completely new line of thought that
could in time become the new road of action.

It is fortunate that we have Judge Saund and a Ron Ormond to appear
now and then upon our horizon. We need these ambassadors of good will.
They are usually drawn from the very heart of humanity. These devoted pio­
neers are always simple souls, ruled more by the heart than the head. Many
times they are quite unaware that they are doing a universal work.

When we have brotherhood on Earth, we will have time to open our
hearts and minds to the wonders of the universe. Personality is still in com­
mand, and personality must pave the way. The progress of the human race
is dependent upon both extremes, but they must eventually find a balance
and hold forth at center. There always must be room for the unusual and the
unexpected. Opportunity is not static. It is forever presenting itself in a new
garb.

Life in the East has been going through a long siege of convolutions.
Life in the West has been spiraling along the evolutionary path. The one has
drawn its substance from inner sources; the other has found the keys to the
golden door of materiality. Each has planted its seeds in its own way. The
day of flowering came and was followed by the day of ripening fruit. But all
fruit must return to its original seed.

We dare not condemn that which we do not understand. Life is for the
purpose of forming and reforming. To refuse to grow is to ossify. Each serves
its purpose for the term of its duration, but the time comes when its useful­
ness is over. The spiritual values within must be made manifest without.

When the links of the chain can be banded together in fellowship and
love; when each link is related to every other link; then as the mountain­
climber clings to his rope, mankind will progress on the rope of growth.
These links must be made strong. There must be a tie between inner and
outer. They must be individually forged. Then they must be welded together.
In this way strength, confidence and knowledge are gained. This is the mo­
mentum needed to get things done.
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The Earth's worn out measuring rod has served its purpose. It must
now go into mothballs as a reference for oncoming generations. Man is not
the barbarian he was a few centuries ago. He at least is trying to sprout wings
of aspiration.

When the genius of the West can meet the refined cultures of the East;
when the spirit of our "greats" can meet on the same plane with the Spirit of
Buddha and the High Priests of the East; then the spirit of brotherhood, long
overdue, can be born from the womb of heaven.
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CHAPTER TWENTY-ONE

This is the day of miracles, but if we are to perform miracles we must
believe in wonders that reach to the far horizons. The door leading to the
miraculous is beyond the province of earth. It is hard to find this door unless
we have some idea where we are going. The trail-blazers have been sages
of wisdom, the lonely few who have travelled the way of spiritual illumina­
tion. In one expanded flash of consciousness they have seen the splendor
beyond the sunset. They have taken in the whole panorama of the universe.
In this briefness of a moment they have touched the realm of the all-know­
ing, for this is the transmuting force that pushes aside the road blocks and
leads to the farthest point upwards. Here the magic founts of true, unadul­
terated essence are found, ready and waiting to be molded and brought
forth in new form.

But the road to illumination is like the "many roads to Rome." There
are many paths of diversity, but in the end they all lead to the same place.
This is probably what we will find when we go out into the untrespassed
sanctity of space. We will find the colors of the spectrum attuned to the mu­
sical scale. We will find radiant, living beauty, not in fantasy, but in fact. We
will be able to bathe in the midst of the long-sought "golden density."

Much of the enlightenment coming through the veil has come through
before, perhaps many times before. It has come in flashes of cognition, but
we were not yet ready to adapt it to our use. It was theory then; it can be-
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come fact now.

With the coming of many glimpses of the Space Age, we have at last
become level conscious. We are willing to give consideration to the fact that
perhaps there are many space levels we know nothing about; levels we have
not begun to pierce even in our mathematical calculations. Only as we be­
gin to reach these levels can we switch on the lights.

We do know that fact is crystalized fantasy. The earth plane has been
slowed down to a crystal state. Matter is spirit in earthly manifestations. We
also know that our bodies are composed of flesh, bone and tissue. From the
day of birth to the day of death we are seeking release from the fleshly form.
Yogis and holy men spend their lives in solitude that they might experience
to the fullest a release from the physical body.

Most ofus accept the premise that we live in a three dimensional world,
overshadowed by the fourth dimension. Ifother planetary vibratory frequen­
cies are higher than ours, it stands to reason the physical shell would be far
less dense, hence easier to translate into the etheric body. The "electronic
body," free to traverse the lower frequency bodies would not be obliged to
penetrate the rigid shell. Consequently, that which we look upon as miracles
would be commonplace. Extraterrestrials would be able to transit our orbit.
They would seemingly be visible one moment, invisible the next. The mo­
lecular or etheric body knows no limitations. It can translate from one form
to another in a flash. The motivation of the etheric body is directed from
higher, not lower fact.

The cellular or earthly body comes into being at the time of concep­
tion, the lifeline running to the point of death. While alive the molecular or
etheric body is in the process of development for the next arc. This delicate
and usually invisible twin is composed of tiny molecules of a frequency be­
yond the range ofhuman vision. A few scattered individuals born with X-ray
eyes can see the molecular body as clearly as they see the physical form.

But one need not go through the stage called death to have full cogni­
zance in the etheric body. Released from the enslavement of earth, the body
grows less dependent upon the things of earth. As the refining process
progresses, the substances that compose the body become more rarefied,
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until a great yearning for the glorified life finally begins. As consciousness
is intensified the new horizon grows broader to let in the splendor. There is
a greater awareness of life and its noble purpose. It is not altogether a tran­
quil state. For a time, at least, one must swing back and forth between the
two planes of existence. Full satisfaction cannot come until the level of hu­
man consciousness has been raised. The urge to explore other regions, other
lands begins. There is an occasional release from the dense body and one
can travel unhampered in the twin. A twin body carrying virtually all of the
physical appearance of an earth body but created from a finer grade of
material than the substances of earth. This is what Dr. Jung calls the quasi­
body.

Matter has undergone a state of transmutation. The new body, while
almost identical in appearance, is far more pleasing to the eye because it
now emanates a brilliant radiance. The energies have been refined. At this
point one is aware of a third, or electronic body. This is often referred to as
the "body immortal," for when one can touch the electronic body he has
gained conscious immortality.

The electronic body is made up of fine, golden threads that reach out
to the Great Beyond. This is the realm of miracles.

The techniques given in "Over The Threshold" served as a means of
helping the reader to open the gate to the levels beyond. It aided him in
becoming aura conscious. The aura belongs to the etheric body and is with­
drawn from the cellular body at the moment of death. The aura serves the
electronic body from above, the cellular body from below .We are the sum
total of our aura. The aura knows no barriers. It can penetrate the densest of
material substances. It can reach out and beyond. In the techniques given in
the book it was shown that true, live color helps dissolve the irritants so that
there is a free flow of energy through the various bodies.

The first step was the cleansing of the aura so that it might be rid of its
pollution and psychic waste. It proved a simple method of dumping the resi­
due back into the cosmic incinerator to be consumed in living flame.

There are psychic bacteria just as there are physical bacteria. Psychic
bacteria cause congestion and hamper the free flow between the bodies.
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None can deny that the Earth is tainted with foul vibrations. The task ahead
is to clear away these hateful vibrations. The reading of ancient literature
reveals to us that many centuries ago the aura had a more prominent place
in the lives of men than it has today. At that time it was a method of commu­
nication. Some contactees believe that space beings make contact through
the human aura. Like the rainbow, it is the link between the planes.

The third step in the "Over The Threshold" techniques was a means of
rejuvenation; giving oneself a clean, fresh start. The next step was regen­
eration; transmuting the elements into "clean,pure,vital substances." Regen­
eration is transmutation. It means changing impure substances back to a
state of purity. It is believed in this space age that color and music will lead
us into the far dimensions.

Color in this sense must not be confused with the dye products known
to our earth. Where is live color to be found? Live color abounds in nature
and eventually it will be tapped just as the earth is tapped for its natural
resources. Those who have developed extrasensory vision can clearly see
these radiantly magnificent colors, for they literally flood the atmosphere
with their brilliance. The ability to perceive true color comes with height­
ened sensitivity. Color helps to translate the beauties ofother worlds. It opens
the door of magic to the transcendental realizations.

The transfer of the polarities, first from the cellular body on up to the
etheric body, and hence to the electronic body, requires these step-by-step
techniques. First we must have a working knowledge not only of the physi­
cal body but the subtle bodies. Until we have a concrete idea where we are
going and why, mere ritual will avail nothing. No amount of loquacity about
"subconscious worlds" brings that realm into being. None of us have yet
seen the "subconscious." Super senses have in a measure been developed
to the point of actually viewing the aura not only of a human being, but of the
earth. Those who have given their lives to the search are convinced that
within the aura is the second body, the twin; within that a third body served
by the field of electronics. They know that each body can spring into action
when given the proper password.

We will not reach any conclusions while we measure on a purely earthly
yard-stick. They will not be found in the laboratory test-tube. Nor will they
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be discovered by vacillating from negative to positive. The subject must be
viewed with intelligence that goes beyond Earth science. The more rarified
the material, the deeper it can penetrate. The more attenuated it is, the
broader its scope, the more fertile the Elysian fields.

Density varies, just as matter varies. Earthman cannot reach beyond
his solar system. He has his extremity "up." He has his terminal "down." At
the uppermost point, substance is immaculately pure. There has been no
adulteration. There has been no psychic pollution, nor has it touched the so­
called evils. These substances are referred to in "Over The Threshold" as
the "clean fresh plasmas." They are the first substances to stream from the
holy founts.

We cannot reiterate too often that pure, clean plasmas begins the trek
downward, going from level to level. Each step downward is like going into
a fog; density is increased and poisoned radiations begin to adhere to the
whirling substance. It is an accretion of pollution gathered in from the re­
siduals and released into the vacuum of space. It is the exudations of hates,
fears, jealousies and greed together with the chemical refuse created on
the earth sphere. The stepping-down procedure continues until the lowest
point is reached, where it becomes the vilest of matter. When this point is
spanned the last atom of purity has been exhausted.

Destruction is a powerful magnet blowing its gusty smoke from the
fiery furnace. It is said that one mite of clean plasma has greater potency
than all the forces of destruction put together.

Substance is drawn into form by means of vibration. In our concrete
world substance is drawn in from the womb of another. In the etheric realm
creation is instantaneous. The invisible becomes visible with the speed of
light.

A clean, color-tinted aura is a bulwark against the invasion of these
unwanted, unclean substances. As set out in "Over The Threshold", one need
not depend wholly upon the aura that his life's experiences have created.
One can build an aura with the same etheric building blocks. It can be built
to one's specifications.
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The Bible states that Jesus was an Essene. Diane has interpreted this to
mean he was "controller of the divine essence." Jesus had the artistry and
the skill to manipulate these "pure essences." He healed the sick. He com­
manded Lazarus to arise from his couch of death. He fed the multitudes with
five loaves and two little fishes. Jesus knew how to tap the "first plasmas."
He drew this pure substance from its source by means of the golden threads
streaming out from His electronic body. He had power over all matter.

Will science one day bend its efforts toward these apparent miracles?

Disease and destruction rides in today on invisible waves. It will con­
tinue to flood our earth streams until we learn how to cooperate with the
universal plan. We carry not only our own created evils, but our inherited
evils as well. We inhale these dense concentrates until they become a con­
gestion in the body. This stale debris stored in the aura is the end result of
disease. It frustrates ambition. It helps to keep us from reaching our life's
goals. To nurse an aura filled and running over with psychic larvae is to
eventually call in the doctor or perhaps the undertaker. Like a virus, it en­
ters the bloodstream and in time is absorbed into the structure itself.

Where are we going to find an absorbent? We've tried chemicals.
We've tried poisons. We've tried just about everything our planet has to
offer. Color belongs to the etheric plane. It belongs to the next higher rung
of the ladder. Perhaps we must look to the next dimension for the answer.

Matter is transformed by the consciousness that is put into it. With suf­
ficient force anything can be released to its next higher dimension. On each
higher level are new gradations of color. To bathe in pure color is not fan­
tasy, but fact. We speak of matter as solidified spirit, spirit in which the fre­
quencies have been slowed to a virtual stop. Matter arranges and transforms
itself into a myriad of molds. It is from these molds that the images of Earth
come forth. Diversity in form has been man's greatest ambition since his
first days on earth. In the Stone,Age, he busied himself to provide shelter
from the elements and in foraging for food; the simplest things of creation.
Today it is difficult for earthman to realize that the things he has made for
himselfhad their beginning in that same rarified essence he is trying to con­
jure from space. It is still harder for him to concede that this world of crystal­
lized forms was once part of the world invisible. When it has run the gamut
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of Earth's inert slavery, it will begin its trek back to Source.

That which happens to man happens also to his world. One day the
earth will be crumbled to dust, the atoms streaming upward toward the home
from whence they came.

The Ark of the Covenant is a promise that the rebirth of our Earth will
take place in the grandeur of rainbow colors. One day we will find our way
back to the universal ethers for a bath In living beauty. Man, "made in the
image and likeness of God," will be purified and sent out again on another
round of cosmic experience.

All are attributes and manifestations of the One. Not one single mol­
ecule of the muck of the subworld reigns will stay that way forever. As one
part of the cosmos rises, all must rise. At the change of cycles, all must
change.

The techniques in "Over The Threshold" presented a simple, kinder­
garten method for cleaning up our house to ready it for new occupancy. The
sick and unclean aura of grays, blacks and muddy browns was replaced
with vivid, prismatic blues, pinks and orchid-magentas. Color ablutions are
applied to the aura so that it might be washed clean to allow the pure es­
sences to flow in. With the cleansing of the dark areas, the bright, golden
light can shine. It is not only a vanguard against environmental evils that
beset us each day, but a safeguard against the Earth's mephitic aura as well.

The first set of techniques covered: Elimination; Purification; Rejuve­
nation; Regeneration (Transmutation). When the inhibitions and blocks are
dissolved there follows a release into the new freedom. Often the congealed
masses crystallized in the aura represent the accumulation of a lifetime.
Prayer has been the only known way to keep the aura clean. But color be­
longs to the etheric plane. It is the most powerful cleanser.

It is difficult for one enmeshed in materiality to visualize something
beyond the physical; something perhaps more important than the physical
has ever been. We are Earthlings. Our bodies are composed of Earth sub­
stances. When we go into space perhaps we will find the same set of laws.
But they will have a different application.
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The first set of techniques was given to absorb or blot out the debris,
and the final step is the application of "pure gold." It offered a way to build
an aura as bright as the noonday Sun. Golden threads run through all mani­
fest forms. They begin at the head and reach to the farthest point in space.

As was indicated in the "Over The Threshold" techniques, a sanctu­
ary of privacy is an aid to quicker results in the use of this new work. Com­
fortably ensconced in one's own cloister, the first step i~ getting a clear pic­
ture of the modus operandi is to visualize the three-fold body; cellular,
etheric, electronic. When extrasensory perception has been awakened it is
possible to see clearly the interaction between the bodies and the golden
threads as they penetrate each part and parcel of the whole. Perhaps it might
be illustrated in this way; a house is dark until we switch on the lights. Hu­
man beings must wander in the darkness until they learn how to switch on
the electronic lights. To be able to command all bodies is to command life
itself.

It is said of Nikola Tesla that his body was a virtual electrical genera­
tor. It is obvious now that he had turned on his individual electronic lights.
He could command the field of electricity at will. He built his plans in the
sky. He operated the motors by tuning in on God power. It is said by all who
knew him that he never fitted in with Earth life.

The first step, then, is to visualize a beautiful ray of golden light, be­
ginning from the center of the top of the head. See it fanning out in all direc­
tions until the entire visual aura becomes a blaze of brilliant radiancy. Let
this golden light permeate every atom until it becomes a living, golden mist.
When the "golden aura" becomes a reality one can do just about anything;
command life or command heaven. It will be an experience of unbelievable
grandeur.

Success may not crown our first efforts, but when the aura becomes
bright with the rays of emanating light, all dross is burned away. Rather than
the impure mixtures we have looked upon, we will see all space filled with
golden light. We will know that in our folds of the ethers we have everything
we need to remake our world. We will find the plasmas, the essences of all
nature's hoard. Eventually we should be able to bring wonders into mani-
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fest form by means of direct creation.

Otis Carr has said again and again that we cannot go into space until
our individual force field has been built. This is one way the individual force
field can be developed. It will have the power to dissipate gravity and clear
the avenues of space.

Today we are attempting to step out into the untrespassed zones of the
upper ethers. We are looking to the virgin fields for our "manna from
heaven." This will be the greatest stride in human advancement. People the
world over are being caught up in this flaming spiral. The links are growing
stronger. We must look for help from on high. Without help we can do noth­
Ing.
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CHAPTER TWENTY-TWO

Earthman stands as a pivot surrounded by Life. His measurement and
his growth has nothing to do with the books he has studied, nor the univer­
sity scrolls that decorate his walls. He can be proud of his accomplishments,
to be sure, but this is all part of the garment of civilization. The true mea­
surement of his knowledge is how he fits into his environment; his rapport
with all life, visible and invisible. It is the subtleties that count. If his aura is
magnetic he can attract and bring forth from higher realms. Perhaps he might
make a living touch by way of channelship with another planet.

The communications system followed on Earth is carried out also in
higher planes of existence. Channeling means one's ability to come into
concord with those unseen; to be compatible with invisible forces; to be­
come mediators. Channelship is tuning in. We "tune in" in much the same
way we flip the dial on a radio. But rather than tuning in by way of mechani­
cal means, one makes the connection through human sensitivity. The capac­
ity for potential, for reception, while often natural with particular individu­
als can be developed by all. When one has not had such an experience and
so is unable to embrace it mentally, it is difficult to entertain such an idea.
That same individual who is skeptical of channeling would have rejected
the idea of radio or television without substantial proof.

The non-sensitive knows nothing of the remote regions of space and
his mind is unable to perceive such places. To such a one, the realm of other
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worlds simply does not exist. But when the time comes for the tangible real­
ity to appear, the skeptic embraces it without questioning. Once he can see
it, taste it, or feel it, he takes it for granted, and curiously enough he does
not think about it as coming from the beyond or in any way that it is linked
up with the Universal All.

Channeling is a word that has come into broad use because of space
contacteeism. Before knowledge can be dispatched through space, it must
be channeled. Channeling is bringing to a focus so that a result might be
obtained.

In contacteeism the vibrations of the cellular body are lowered, the
vibrations of the etheric body heightened. Following natural law, it is nor­
mal to assume extraterrestrials have mastered the secret of channeling long
ago. There have been many great epochs in the history of man. In each one
of them he has had to learn to climb on the golden threads. It is not hard to
accept the premise that each planet differs in its rate of vibration, its color,
and its potentiality. With much new knowledge being released, countless
channels have been made all along the way. It is no longer the individual,
but the groups who are important. In every group there are ''potential'' chan­
nels. There are hidden talents. Group consciousness helps to bring them
out so that they can become manifest.

Space is the subject of the great experiment today. What with rockets,
sputniks, missiles, and much talk of exploring the moon, we are forced to
recognize that there may be more ways than one to prove our theories. Per­
haps basic principles will have to be reserved. Earthman has been taught to
work from facts upward. Scientists pride themselves on their untiring ef­
forts to coax the innermost secrets from facts. The men in this group think
nothing of spending years examining a grain of sand in the hope that this
minute particle will bring forth some great revelation.

What are facts? Fact is a mere crystallization of a point in space. When
we go beyond facts we go to the source of all facts. Working from facts out
into the unknown requires the ability to stick to a single point. It means dili­
gence to a task. Working from totalities or absolutes is a reversal of that
principle. The result is obtained by raising the consciousness to a point of
rapport with the source. It means the "togetherness" rather than the
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apartness. Einstein found the principle in relativity.

In working with facts, our scientists penetrated the depths of matter
coming up with the split atom. Nikola Tesla worked from totalities down­
ward. He tapped the source of electronic energy. Edison, on the other hand,
worked from fact. The one was an inventor, the other a creator. Otis Carr
hopes to lead us through density into that glorious golden world we have
not yet glimpsed.

Facts are the offspring of principle. Without principle (without the in­
visible) there would be no manifest fact. We have given our wholehearted
attention to facts, forgetting the realm where the facts originate. Again, we
are trying to measure other planets on the old yardstick. We are not taking
into consideration that each planet may have its own individual keynote.

We are living in the midst of grave danger. Is it not worth our time to
give thought to the alien if this might be our way out? We would like to re­
turn to the "good old days" but those days have passed forever. We cannot
go back.

The thought of radical change is always upsetting. Otis Carr has at­
tempted to answer this question, at least in so far as free energy is concerned.
He says:

"The introduction, manufacture and use of OTC free energy will bring
more prosperity to more people in the United States and throughout the world
than any single invention in the entire history of the world."

Power is the fuel of civilization. How our world is powered is how our
world will be. Diane once told me that in the interim of change and com­
plete breakthrough there will come a time when money will be abolished
as a medium of exchange; money will no longer have value. In that interim
we shall be forced to draw our sustenance from the higher founts. Jesus fed
the multitudes on essence-created elements. Moses fed the pilgrims on
"manna from Heaven." Perhaps the coming of free energy is the forerunner
of this great change! Perhaps it means the tapping of another universal es­
sence. The time may come when all things and commodities on our planet
will be as free as the air we breathe.

We cannot put "new wine in old casks." Neither can we use the mate­
rials of one cycle to serve another. The old pieces will not fit into the new
pattern. Man's physical body was built to provide him with the things ofEarth.
His physical organism was created out of the materials found on this planet.
He is part of his place of birth.

We are being prepared today to meet a strange, new world. But be­
fore we can plunge ahead there must be some point of contact. Something
or someone must make that contact. There must be preparation. Every new
kingdom must be prepared for in advance. For this reason every means
possible is being employed by space beings to reach the masses. There
are hoaxers, to be sure. The hoaxers creep into any new field. But they even­
tually discredit themselves. It seems now that the final proof will be the de­
gree of channelship an individual is able to evidence.

Nor is there at this time any way to bring forth proof such as the world
can understand. All we can do is theorize rationally, and out of this rational­
ity will come truth.

At any rate, it cer­
tainly would not require centuries as with less evolved life. By means of the
speeded-up vibrations, the changeover would be complete in a relatively
short space of time.

When matter is translated into molecules, the density is released and
it leaves a fine, wraith-like substance. When the molecular body is played
upon by electrical fire it is quickly reduced to invisibility.

Evolution proceeds by building up and tearing down. Under the per­
suasion of the higher vibrations convolution would be brought about by
means of electronic energies. Just as Earth life has corne up through a long
evolutional chainwork, the lower forms of life being forced to adapt to vary­
ing rates of vibrations. Once we plant our feet on the higher rungs we will
learn to build bodies capable of traveling in space.

A vast orbit remains to be explored. The area must be surveyed with
an inner yardstick before we attempt to transport ourselves into space. We
would not attempt to push one of our clumsy battleships into the etherian
waves. Perhaps it would be just as unavailing to encase a human body in a
few hundred pounds of lead. We know we cannot take our gold mines and
our oil wells into space. Ifwe are going to go on the quest for bigger bounty,
we'll also have to leave behind our lavish estates, our race horses, and our
minks. We would soon find out that none of these values would fit into the
greater scheme.

If we continue to measure other planetary realms on our short yard­
stick it might be many more centuries before the breakthrough can be ac­
complished. If we can think it, it can be done. That we can even conceive it
means that mental channels have been opened up. When we review our
accomplishments, they stand out like an array of soldiers on parade. The
achievements of the future seem remote to us now, but when we think of
them as possibilities, one by one these possibilities will become manifest.

When we forge our way beyond our gaseous, treacherous atmosphere,
we will be amazed by our new discoveries. We will doubtless find that it will
not require years to travel the millions of miles between one planet and an-
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other, but that the trip will be made in virtually a flash of time as we know it.
The change will be as radical as that of the Stone Age compared to present
day civilization. Earthlings will see themselves as new beings who have come
out of a dense and slow-motioned planet. Perhaps they will sing divine an­
thems from the depths of their hearts.

Mystics have told us that Earthlings will one day inherit the bounties of
Venus. They have told us that our bodies will appear much as they do now,
but drafted on a more perfected pattern. All things must follow the same
advanced plan. Nothing remains wholly static. The higher arcs of creation
mean the attainment of a higher stage of advancement.

We will then wave the magic wand of a science born of principle,
not transient fact.

The marching parade is on its way. It is part of evolution and growth. How
we live today will determine what we can expect from the future.

We have had many past warnings. We are warned again and again.
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The siren will continue to wail, growing louder and louder up to the very
eve set for destruction.
